Deadline for submissions: January 30th 2010 

 
Rules and Terms of Entry: Photos submitted must depict a reborn doll that is 
solely the work of the entrant. Photos may not be retouched. Photos must be of 

high quality and sharp detail.  Unclear photos may be disqualified, as they will not 
show off the artist’s level of work necessary to this exciting project. 

The winner will keep their reborn prototype to sell or keep as they wish. In 
addition they will receive one extra kit after 11th April 2010. 

The prototype may not be sold or advertised until after April 11th 2010. 
The winner must agree not to reveal photos or details about the new kit or finished 

doll until given permission by Lisa Pybus 
The winner must agree to complete the doll before 15th March 2010. 

The winner must agree to share photos with Hello Dolly Magazine and the Joy of 
Reborn Dolls Show for advertising purposes. Photos of your prototype along with 

your photos and logo may be used in advertisements.
